This seminar is limited to 12 dog/handler teams running at the Open/Advanced level 
or above.  The seminar will be all about HANDLING, and not about relationship is-
sues, obstacles issues, etc.  Come prepared to WORK your dog, as you will be run-
ning all day long.  The camp fee for the three days is $600. Auditing the three days 
(not working a dog) is available for $100/day or all three days for $250.  We will be 
starting each day at 7 AM to beat the heat and the seminar will last until 2 or 2:30.  
The seminar is Monday-Wednesday. A non-refundable deposit of $100 will hold 
your spot.  The balance will be due on 6/20/12. 
 
Please bring a chair, and there will be room for a tent if you’d like to bring one,  
although we have plenty of crating space in the agility building.  We will be doing pot 
luck for lunch, it works well for such a small group. A list of area motels will be sent 
with your  confirmation, and there is limited motor home parking at the seminar site.
